Service Animals are defined as dogs that are individually trained to do work or perform tasks 

for people with disabilities. Dogs whose sole function is to provide comfort or emotional 

support do not qualify as service animals under the ADA, according to the U.S. Department of 

Justice Civil Rights Division. https://www.ada.gov/service_animals_2010.htm 

There is a Texas Disability Law for Service Dogs:
