Signs of abuse: what to do

If you suspect a child is being (or has been) physically, emotionally or sexually abused
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Child abuse and neglect can have a lasting effect. Even years after the abuse, many children
can have depression, anxiety, higher rates of drinking and smoking and other health risks.

See the graphic above to recognize signs of abuse. You can also view more resources and
signs of abuse from the Texas Department of Family and Protective Services. If you suspect
that a child is being abused or neglected, Texas state law requires that you report it.
Remember, look, ask, and tell. You might save a child’s life.
